As stated in Note 1, these
events and conditions indicate that a material uncertainty exists that may cast significant doubt on the Company’s ability to
continue as agoingconcern. Our opinion is notmodified in respect ofthis matter.

Other Information

Management’s Discussion and Analysis.

Our opinion on the financial statements does not cover the other information and we do not express any form of assurance
conclusionthereon.

NATURE AND CONTINUANCE OF OPERATIONS

North Arrow Minerals Inc. (the “Company”) is incorporated federally under the laws of the Canada Business
Corporations Act (“CBCA”).

The financial statements of the Company are presented in Canadian dollars, which is the functional currency of the
Company.The Company trades on the TSX Venture Exchange (TSXV — NAR) and its registered office address is Ste.
#960-789 West Pender Street, Vancouver, BC, Canada VV6C 1H2.

The Company’s principal business activity is the acquisition and exploration of exploration and evaluation assets. To
date, the Company has not generated significant revenues fromoperations and is considered to be in the exploration stage.

These financial statements have been prepared on a going concern basis which assumes the Company will be able to
realize its assets and discharge its liabilities in thenormal course of business for the foreseeable future. At April 30, 2022,
the Company had anaccumulated deficit of $25,285,993 (April 30, 2021 - $23,586,366), incurred ongoing losses and has
no source ofrecurring revenue. These material uncertainties may cast significant doubt upon the Company’s ability to
continue asa going concern. These financial statements do not reflect theadjustments to the carrying values of assets and
liabilities, the reported amounts of expenses and the classification of statement of financial position items if the going
concern assumption was inappropriate. Theseadjustments could be material.

The Company’s continuation as a going concern is dependent on the successful results from its mineral property
exploration activities, its ability to reduce or defer discretionary expenditures and its continued ability to raise equity
capital orborrowings sufficientto meet currentand future obligations.

In March 2020 the World Health Organization declared coronavirus COVID-19 a global pandemic. This contagious
disease outbreak, which has continued to spread, and any related adverse public health developments, has adversely
affected workforces, economies, and financial markets globally. It is not possible for the Company to predict the duration
or magnitudeofthe adverse results ofthe outbreak and its effects on the Company’s business or results of operations at
this time.

BASIS OF PRESENTATION

a) Statementof compliance

These financial statements have been prepared in accordance with International Financial Reporting Standards (“IFRS”)
as issued by the International Accounting Standards Board (“IASB”) and interpretations of the International Financial
Reporting Interpretations Committee (“IFRIC”). These financial statements are presented in Canadian dollars unlkss
otherwise noted.

b) Historical cost

These financial statements have been prepared on a historical cost basis except for certain financial instruments measured
at fair value.

¢) Significantaccounting judgments, estimates andassumptions

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with IFRS requires management to make certain estimates,
judgments and assumptions that affectthe reported amounts of assets and liabilities at the date of the financial staterrents
and the reported revenues and expenses during this period.

Although management uses historical experiences and its best knowledge of the amount, events or actions to form the
basis for judgments and estimates, actual results may differ from these estimates.

Economic recoverability and probability of future benefits of exploration and evaluation costs.
Managementhas determined that exploration, evaluation and related costs incurred which were capitalized may
have future economic benefits and may be economically recoverable. Management uses several criteria in its
assessments of economic recoverability and probability of future economic benefits including geologic and other
technical information, history of conversion of mineral deposits with similar characteristics to its own properties
to provenand probable mineral reserves, the quality and capacity of existing infrastructure facilities, evaluation
of permitting and environmental issues and local support for the project.

Valuation of share-based payments and warrants recorded as marketable securities

The Company uses the Black-Scholes Option Pricing Model for valuation of share-based payments and wamants
recorded as marketable securities. Option pricing models require the inputof subjective assumptions including
expected price volatility, interest rates and forfeiture rate. Changes in the input assumptions can materially
affect the fairvalue estimate and Company’s earnings and equity reserves.

Income taxes

In assessing the probability of realizing income taxassets, management makes estimates related to expectations
of future taxable income, applicable tax opportunities, expected timing of reversals of existing temporary
differences and the likelihood that tax positions taken will be sustained upon examination by applicable tax
authorities. In making its assessments, management gives additional weight to positive and negative evidence
that can be objectively verified.

Valuation of deferred premiums and flow-through shares

On issuance the Company bifurcates the flow-through share into a flow-through share premiumliability based
on the estimated premiumthe investor pays for the flow through share and share capital. When qualifying
expensesare incurred the Company derecognizes the liability and the premiumis recognized as other income.

Valuation of marketable securities
Marketable securities are valued at fair market value based on quoted prices in active markets. Changes in
market prices can materially affect the fair value estimateand the Company’s earnings.

Valuation of right-of-use assets and related lease liabilities
Lease liabilities are initially measured at the present value of the lease payments discounted using the
Company’s estimated incremental borrowing rate or the interest rate implicit in the lease. Lease payments are
allocated between the lease liability and the finance cost. Thefinance cost is charged to profit or loss using the
effective interest method.

Theright-of-useassets are initially measured at the costor corresponding lease liability plus direct costs. They
are subsequently measured at cost less depreciation and any impairment losses. Right-of-use assets are
depreciated overtheshorter ofthe asset’s useful life and the lease termon a straight-line basis.

Foreigncurrencies

The functional currency is the currency of the primary economic environment in which the entity operates. The
functional currency of the Company is the Canadian Dollar. The functional currency determinations were conducted
throughan analysis ofthe consideration factors identified in IAS 21, The Effects of Changes in Foreign Exchange
Rates (“IAS 21”).

Any transactions in currencies other than the functional currency have been translated to the Canadian dollar in
accordance with 1AS 21. Transactions in currencies other than the functional currency are recorded at the rates of
exchange prevailing ondates of transactions. At the end of each reporting period, monetary assets and liabilities that
are denominated in foreign currencies are translated at the rates prevailing at that date. Non-monetary assets and
liabilities denominated in foreign currencies are translated at rates prevailing at the date when the fair value was
determined. Allgains andlossesontranslationofthese foreign currency transactions are included in the statements
of loss and comprehensive loss. Non-monetary items that are measured in terms of historical cost in a foreign
currency are notretranslated.

The Company’s presentation currency is the Canadian dollar (““$”).

Loss per share

Basic earnings (loss) per share is computed by dividing earnings (loss) available to common shareholders by the
weighted average number of common shares outstanding during theyear. The computation of diluted earnings (loss)
per share assumes the conversion, exercise or contingent issuance of securities only whensuch conversion, exercise
or issuancewould have a dilutive effect on the earnings (loss) pershare. The calculation proved to be anti-dilutive
for fiscal 2022 and 2021.

Share-basedcompensation and unit financings

The Company grants stock options to buy common shares of the Company to directors, officers, employees and
service providers. The board of directors grants such options for periods of up to five years, with vesting periods
determined at its sole discretion and at prices equal to or greater thanthe closing market price on the day preceding
the date the options were granted. Anindividual is classified as an employeewhentheindividual is an employee for
legal or tax purposes (direct employee) or provides services similar to those performed by a direct employee.

The fair value of options granted to employees is measured at grant date, using the Black-Scholes option pricing
model, and is recognized over the period during which theshare purchase options vest. The fair value ofthe share
purchase options granted is measured taking into account the terms and conditions upon which the share purchase
optionswere granted. Share-based paymentsto non-employees are measuredat the fair value of goods or services
received orthe fair value of the equity instrument issued, if it is determined the fair value of the goods or services
cannotbe reliably measured, and are recorded atthe datethe goods or services arereceived. Ateach financial position
reporting date, theamountrecognized as an expense is adjusted to reflecttheactual number of share purchase options
that are expected to vest.

Equity financing transactions may involve theissuance of common shares orunits. A unitis comprised of a nurnber
of common shares and a number of warrants. Depending on the terms of each equity financing agreement the
warrants are exercisable into additional common shares prior to expiry at a price stipulated by the financing
agreement. Warrants that are part of units are assigned value based on the residual value method and included in
share capital with the common shares that were concurrently issued. Warrants thatare issued as payment for agency
fees orothertransaction costs are accounted for as share-based payments.

Equipment is stated at costlessaccumulated depreciationand any impairment in value.

The initial cost ofan assetis comprised of its purchase price andany directly attributable costs in bringing the asset
to its working condition and location for its intended use. Expenditures incurred after the asset has been put into
operation, such as repairs, maintenance and overhaul costs, are normally recognized as expense in the period the
costs are incurred. In situations where it can be clearly demonstrated that the expenditures have improved the
condition of the assetbeyondtheoriginally assessed standard of performance, the expenditures are capitalized as an
additional costofequipment.

Assets are depreciated at the following rates:

Office and computer equipment 30% declining balance
Field equipment 20% declining balance

The remaining useful lives, residual values and depreciation method are reviewed and adjusted, if appropriate, at
financial year-end to ensure thatthe periods and method of depreciation are consistent with the expected pattem of
economic benefits fromthe items ofequipment.

The carrying values of equipment are reviewed for impairment at the end of eachreporting period or when events or
changes in circumstances indicate that the carrying value may not be recoverable.

An item ofequipment is derecognized when either it has been disposed orwhen it is permanently withdrawn from
use and no future economic benefits are expected from its use or disposal. Any gains or losses arising on the
retirement and disposal of an item of equipment are included in the statement of loss and comprehensive loss in the
period of retirement ordisposal.

Exploration and evaluation assets

Costs directly related to the acquisition, exploration and evaluation of mineral properties are capitalized once the
legal rights to explore the properties have been obtained. When it is determined that such costs will be recouped
through successful development and exploitation, expenditures are transferred to tangible assets and depreciated over
the expected productive life of the asset. Costs for a producing prospect are amortized on a unit-of-production
method based on theestimated life of the ore reserves, while costs for the prospects abandoned are written off.

Impairment reviews for deferred exploration and evaluation costs are carried out on a project by project basis, with
each project representing a single cash generating unit. An impairment review is undertaken at the end of each
reporting period or when indicators of impairment arise but typically when one or more of the following
circumstancesapply:

Unexpected geological occurrences that render the resource uneconomic;
Title to the assetis compromised;

Fluctuations in metal prices that render the project uneconomic;
Variation in the currency of operations; and

Threat to political stability in the country of operation.

From time to time, the Company may acquire or dispose of properties pursuant to the terms of option agreements.
Due to the fact that options are exercisable entirely atthe discretion of the optionee, the amounts payable or receivable

are not recorded. Optionpayments arerecorded as exploration and evaluation assets or recoveries when the payments
are made orreceived.

The recoverability of the amounts capitalized for the undeveloped resource properties is dependent upon the
determination of economically recoverable ore reserves, confirmation of the Company's interest in the underlying
mineral claims, the ability to farmout its resource properties, theability to obtain the necessary financing to complete
theirdevelopment and future profitable production or proceeds fromthe disposition thereof.

Title to resource properties involves certaininherentrisks dueto the difficulties of determining the validity of certain
claims as well as the potential for problems arising from the frequently ambiguous conveyancing history
characteristic of many resource properties. The Company has investigated title to all of its resource properties and,
to the best of its knowledge, title to all of its properties are in good standing.

Impairment

Atthe endofeachreporting period the carrying amounts ofthe Company’s assets are reviewed to determine whether
there is any indication that those assets are impaired. If any such indication exists, the recoverable amount of the
assetis estimated in order to determine the extentofthe impairment, if any. The recoverable amount is the higher
of fair value less coststo selland value in use. Fairvalue is determined asthe amountthatwould beobtained from
the sale ofthe asset in an arm’s length transaction between knowledgeable and willing parties. In assessing value in
use, the estimated future cash flows are discounted to their present value using a pre-taxdiscount rate that reflects
current market assessments of thetime value of money andthe risks specific to theasset. If the recoverable amount
of an asset is estimated to be less than its carrying amount, the carrying amount of the asset is reduced to its
recoverable amount and the impairment loss is recognized in the statement of loss and comprehensive loss for the
period. Foran asset thatdoes not generate independent cash inflows, the recoverable amount is determined for the
cash generating unit to whichthe assetbelongs.

Where an impairment loss subsequently reverses, the carrying amount of the asset (or cash generating unit) is
increasedtothe revised estimate of its recoverable amount, but to anamount that does not exceed the carrying amount
that would have been determined had no impairment loss been recognized for the asset (or cash generating unit) in
prioryears. A reversalofan impairment loss is recognized immediately in profit or loss.

Marketable securities

Marketable securities are measured at fair value and consist of shares listed on the TSX Venture Exchange and
warrants convertible into securities listed onthe TSX Venture Exchange.

h) Financial instruments

Financial assets at FVTPL: Financialassets carried at FVTPL are initially recorded at fair value and transaction
costsare expensed in the statement of loss and comprehensive loss. Realized and unrealized gains and losses arising
from changes in the fair value of financial assets held at FVTPL are included in the statement of loss and
comprehensive loss for the period.

Financial assets at FVTOCI: Marketable securitiesandinvestments carried at FVTOCI are initially recognized at
fair value plus transaction costs. Subsequently they are measured at fair value, with gains and losses arising from
changes in fair value recognized in other comprehensive (loss) income in the period.

Financial assets atamortized cost: A financial asset is measured at amortized cost if the objective is to hold the
financial asset forthecollection of contractual cash flows and the asset’s contractual cash flows are comprised solkly
of payments of principal and interest. The financialasset is classified as current or non -currentbased onits maturity
date and is initially recognized at fair value and subsequently carried at amortized cost lessany impairment.

Financial liabilities

for the purpose of selling or repurchasing in the near term. They are carried in the statement of financial position at
fair value with changes in fair value recognized in the statement of lossand comprehensive loss.

Other financial liabilities: This category includes accounts payable and accrued liabilities, loan payable, bank
line of credit, advance from Burgundy Diamond Mines Limited and lease liabilities, which are recognized at
amortized cost using the effective interest method.

Income taxes

Income taxexpense consists of currentand deferred taxexpense. Income taxexpense is recognized in the statements
of loss and comprehensive loss.

Current tax expense is the expected tax payable on the taxable income for the year, using tax rates enacted or
substantively enacted at period end, adjusted foramendments to taxpayable with regards to previous years.

Deferred taxassets and liabilities are recognized for future taxconsequences attributable to differences be tween the
financial statement carrying amounts of existing assets and liabilities and their respective tax bases. Deferred tax
assets and liabilities are measured using the enacted or substantively enacted tax rates expected to apply when the
assetis realized or the liability settled.

The effect on taxassetsand liabilities of a change in taxrates is recognized in income in the period that substantive
enactmentoccurs.

A deferred taxasset is recognized to theextent that it is probable that future taxable profits will be available against
which the asset can be utilized. To the extent that the Company does not consider it probable that a deferred tax
assetwill be recovered, it will not be recognized.

The following temporary differences do notresult in deferred taxassets or liabilities:
o theinitial recognition ofassets or liabilities that do notaffect accounting or taxable profit

e goodwill
o differences relating to investment in subsidiaries to the extent that they will probably not reverse in the
foreseeable future.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are offset when there is a legally enforceable right to set off current tax assets
against current tax liabilities and when they relate to income taxes levied by the same taxation authority and the
Company intends to settle its current taxassets and liabilities on a net basis.

J) Environmental rehabilitation

A legal or constructive obligation to incur restoration, rehabilitation and environmental costs arises when
environmental disturbance is caused by the exploration or development of a mineral property interest. Such costs
arising fromthe decommissioning of plantand other site preparation work, dis counted to their net present value, are
provided forand capitalized at the start of each projecttothe carryingamount of the asset, along with a corresponding
liability as soon as the obligation to incur such costs arises. The timing of the actual rehabilitation expenditure is
dependenton anumber of factors suchas thelife and nature of the asset, the operating license conditions and, when
applicable, the environmentin which the mine operates.

Discount rates using a pre-tax rate that reflect the time value of money are used to calculate the net present value.
The rehabilitation asset is depreciated on the same basis as mining assets. The Company’s estimates of reclamation
costs could change as a result of changes in regulatory requirements and assumptions regarding the amount and
timing of the future expenditures. These changes are recorded directly to mining assets with a corresponding entry
to the rehabilitation provision. The Company’s estimates are reviewed annually for changes in regulatory
requirements, effects of inflation and changes in estimates.

Changes in the net present value, excluding changes in the Company’s estimates of reclamation costs, are charged
to profitand loss for the period. The costs of rehabilitation projects thatwere included in the rehabilitation provision
are recorded against the provision as incurred. The Company has no material restoration, rehabilitation and
environmental obligations as the disturbance to date s limited.

k) Flow-through shares

The Company canissue flow-through sharesto finance exploration programs undertakenin Canada. Pursuant tothe
terms of the flow-through share subscription agreements, these shares transfer the taxdeductibility of qualifying
mineral expenditures to investors. On issuance, the Company bifurcates the flow-through share intoi) a flow-through
share premiumliability, equalto the estimated premium, if any, investors pay for the flow-through feature, which is
recognized as a liability and ii) share capital. Upon qualifying expenses being incurred, the Company derecognizes
the liability and the premiumis recognized as other income.

I) Right-ofuse assets andlease liabilities

The Company assesses whether a contract is a lease, at inception of the contract and recognizes a right-ofuse asset
and a corresponding liability with respect toall lease arrangements unless the lease is a low value lease or ends within
12 months. Mineralleases held by the Company are exempt from the provisions of IFRS 16.

The right-of-use assets comprise the initial measurement of the corresponding lease liabilities and any direct costs.
They are subsequently measured at cost less depreciation and any impairment losses. Right-of-use assets are
depreciated overtheshorter ofthe asset’s useful life and the lease termon a straight-line basis.

m) New accounting pronouncements

Certain pronouncements were issued by the IASB or IFRIC but are not yet effective as at April 30, 2022. The
Company intends to adopt these standards and interpretations when they become effective.

4. FINANCIAL INSTRUMENTS AND RISK MANAGEMENT

Financial instruments measuredat fair value are classified into one of three levels in the fair value hierarchy according
to the relative reliability of the inputs usedto estimate thefairvalues. The three levels ofthe fair value hierarchyare:

* Level 1 —Unadjusted quoted prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities;
* Level 2 — Inputs other than quoted prices that are observable fortheasset or liability either directly or indirectly; and
* Level 3— Inputs that are not based on observable market data.

The Company’s financial instruments consist of cash, marketable securities, receivables, accounts payable and accrued
liabilities, bank line of credit, loan payable, advance from Burgundy Diamond Mines Limited and lease liabilities.
Cash is carried at fair value using a Level 1 fair value measurement. The carrying value of receivables, accounts
payable and accrued liabilities, loans, advances and bank line of credit approximate their fair values due to their
immediate orshort-termmaturity. Marketable securities consisting of common shares are recorded at fair value based
on the quoted market prices in active markets at the reporting date, which is consistent with Level 1 of the fair value
hierarchy. Marketable securities consisting of warrants are recorded at fair value based on a Black Scholes pricing
model consistentwith Level 3 of the fair value hierarchy.

The Company is exposed toa variety of financial risks by virtue of its activities, including credit risk, interest raterisk,
liquidity risks, foreign currency risk, and equity market risk. The Company’s objective with respect to risk
management is to minimize potential adverse effects onthe Company’s financial performance. The Board of Directors
provides direction and guidance to management with respect to risk management. Management is responsible for
establishing controls and procedures to ensure that financial risks are mitigated to acceptable levels.

Credit risk

Credit risk is the risk of financial loss to the Company if a counter-party to a financial instrument fails to meet its
contractual obligations. The Company manages credit risk by investing its excess cash in short-terminvestments with
investment grade ratings, issued by a Canadian chartered bank. The Company’s receivables consist primarily of'sales
taxreceivables due fromthe federal governmentand receivables fromcompanies with which the Company has

exploration agreements oroptions. The maximum exposure to credit risk at the reporting date is the carrying value of
the Company’s receivables and cash.

Interest raterisk

Interest rate riskis the risk that the fair value or future cash flows of a financial instrument will fluctuate because of
changes in market interest rates. Financial assets and liabilities with variable interest rates expose the Company to
interest rate risk with respectto its cash flow. It is management’s opinion that the Company is not exposed to
significant interest rate risk.

Liquidity risk

Liquidity riskis the risk that the Company willnot be able to meet its obligations as they become due. The Company’s
ability to continue asa going concernis dependenton management’s ability to raise the funds required through future
equity financings, asset sales or exploration option agreements, or a combination thereof. The Company has no regular
cash flow fromits operating activities. The Company manages its liquidity risk by forecasting cash flow requirements
for its planned exploration and corporate activities and anticipating investing and financing activities. Management
and the Board of Directors are actively involved in the review, planning and approval of annual budgets and significant
expenditures and commitments. Failure to realize additional funding could cast significant doubt on the Company’s

ability to continue as a going concern. As at April 30, 2022, the Company had cash of $1,032,414 (April 30, 2021 -
$1,091,927) available to settle current liabilities of $1,744,889 (April 30, 2021 - $1,606,789).

Foreign currency risk

The Company’s activities are within Canada and accordingly the Company is notsubjectto significant foreign currency
risk.

Equity market risk

The Company is exposed to equity price riskarising from its marketable securities, which are classified as fair value
through profit (loss). The Company plans tosellits marketable securities as market conditions permit, or as is required
to finance the Company’s operations fromtime-to-time.

Title to exploration and evaluationassets involves certain inherent risks dueto the difficulties of determining the validity
of certain claims as well as the potential for problems arising from the frequently ambiguous conveyancing history
characteristic of many exploration and evaluationassets. The Company has investigated title to all of its exploration and
evaluationassets and, to the bestof its knowledge, title to all of these assets are in good standing.

Diamond Properties, Canada

Lacde Grasproject, Northwest Territories

In August 2011, the Company entered into an option agreement with Dominion Diamond Mines (“Dominion”), and
Springbok Holdings Inc. (“Springbok™), to jointly explore Springbok and the Company’s Lac de Gras property and
Dominion’s land holdings contiguous to Springbok and the Company’s Lac de Gras property (collectively, the “JV
Property”). Subsequently in accordance with the terms of the agreement, Dominion incurred more than $5,000,000 of
exploration expenditures and earneda 55% interest in the joint venture and the Company and Springbok shared equally
a 45% interest in the JVProperty.

On October 24, 2012, the Company entered into an agreement to acquire Springbok’s interest in the JV Property (the
“Springbok Interests”) for 1,000,000 shares in the Company issued at a value of $235,000. As additional consideration,
in the event that the Company subsequently incurs $2 million in joint venture expenditures on the JV Property, the
Company willissue to Springbok thatnumber of common shares of the Company havinga value of $1 million. A director
of the Company is a principal of Springbok.

In October 2015, the Company and Dominion finalized a joint venture agreement having an effective date of June 1,
2015 to govern the ongoing evaluation, on the basis of a 45%/55% (North Arrow/Dominion) joint venture, of the JV
Property. During 2020, Dominion filed for creditor protection under the regulations of the Companies’ Creditor
Arrangement Act (“CCAA”) to allow time for the reorganization of its finances with respect to its operating mine and
operations in the Northwest Territories. Effective February 3, 2021, Dominion sold its Ekati diamond mine and
associated assets, includingits interestin the joint venture and the JVproperty, to Arctic Canadian Diamond Company.

Subsequent to December 2015, the Company has elected not to contribute its proportionate share of costs to subsequent
exploration programs and as a result holds an approximate 22% interest in the joint venture as at April 30, 2022.

During the yearended April 30, 2022, the company wrote down $800,921 of exploration and evaluationexpenditures on
the Lac de Gras project in recognition of the lack of significant planned exploration expenditures onthe property.

Naujaatproject, Nunavut

The Company maintains a 100% interest in the Naujaat diamond project. This interest is subject to a February 15,2017
agreement underwhich the Company agreed to pay Stornoway Diamond Corporation (“Stornoway’”) $2.5 million at the
time the first royalty payments relating to the Naujaat project are payable. In addition, Stornoway retains a 0.5% gross
overriding royalty (“GOR”) and netsmelter royalty (“NSR”) on diamond, precious metal and base metal production from
the Naujaat project.

The Naujaat project is also subject to an additional 3% NSR on metals and a 3% gross production royalty (“GPR”) on
industrial minerals, including diamonds. Effective November 21, 2016, the Company reached an agreement with the
underlying royalty holder where each of the NSR and GPR may be reducedto from3% to 1% subjectto future contingent
cash payments totaling $5.15 million and futurestaged exploration expenditures totalling $20 million. At April 30, 2022,
as aresult of expenditures incurred, the NSRand GPR was reducedto 2.5%.

Effective June 1, 2020 the Company entered into an option agreement with Burgundy Diamond Mines Limited
(“Burgundy”) (previously EHR Resources Ltd.) to fund further evaluation ofthe project. Under the terms ofthe option
agreement, Burgundy can earn a 40% interest in the project by investing $5,600,000 to collect a 1,500 to 2,000 tonne
preliminary bulk sample during the 2021 summer field season. The agreementprovides that North Arrow will receive a

fee of 5% of costs incurred on the Naujaat project and the Company has recorded the fee as an exploration cost and a
contributiontotheproject. As part of the agreement, Burgundy has, as at April 30, 2022, advanced $5,600,000 (received)
to be used by North Arrow, as operator, to prepare for the bulk sample program. At April 30, 2022, $731,289 of the
advanced funds has notbeenspent. The Companyand Burgundy havealso entered into a non-binding letter of intent to
negotiate a second option agreement under which Burgundy may elect, after completing the 2021 preliminary bulk
sample, to earn an additional 20% interestin the Q1-4 diamond deposit by funding the collection ofa 10,000 tonne bulk
sample.

Pikooproject, Saskatchewan

The Company maintains a 100% interest in the Pikoo diamond project. This interest is subject to a February 15, 2017
agreement under which the Company agreed to pay Stornoway $1.25 million at the time the firstroyalty payments relating
to the Pikoo project are payable. Inaddition, Stornoway retains a 1.0% GOR and NSR on diamond, precious metal and
base metal production fromthe Pikoo project.

Loki project, Northwest Territories

The Company maintains a 100% interestin the Lokidiamond project subjectto royalties ranging from1.25% to 1.5% on
diamonds and base and precious metals granted to Umgeni Holdings International Limited (“Umgeni”) under the tems
ofaJanuary 25, 2016 royalty purchase agreement. Effective July 31, 2019, the royalty purchase agreementwas amended
to grant Umgeni increased royalties ranging to 2% for $266,000 (received). Umgeni is a private company of which a
directorofthe Company is a beneficiary ofthe sole shareholder.

Mel project, Nunavut

The Company maintains a 100% interest in the Meldiamond projectin Nunavut. This interest is subject to a 1% GOR

payable to Anglo Celtic Exploration Ltd (the “ACEL GOR”), a private company controlled by a director. The Conpany
retains the right tobuyback onehalf ofthe ACEL GOR for $1,000,000 atany time.

Effective January 13, 2021, the Company entered into an agreement with StrategX Elements Corp (“StrategX”)to sell
to StrategX the non-diamond mineral rights in the Mel Property for consideration of a 1% GOR on the non-diamond
productionand 100% of the rights to any diamond discoveries in a 435,000 ha area of interest surrounding the property
(“StrategX AOI”). In addition, StrategX will assume 50% of the responsibility forthe Melexploration camp, including
the demobilization costs. StrategX retainsa 2% GOR on any diamond productionin the StrategX AOI, reduced to 1%
whereverthe ACEL GOR applies. North Arrowretains the right to purchase 50% of StrategX’s GOR for $2,000,000.

As further
consideration foragreeingto advance the loan, North Arrow issued to Anglo 1,000,000 bonus shares at a fair value of
